Guidelines for Poster Presenters

1. Poster session presentations are of equal quality and value as Paper session presentations. All presentations will be printed in the Abstract Book.

2. All posters should be mounted for the duration of the meeting in their designated locations; please have a look at your poster number in the final programme . The Poster presentation session is scheduled for Thursday, September 8. The Poster Presentation will take the form of a Guided Plenary Poster Presentation: Posters will be arranged in poster groups, which will be presented by several speakers (invited by the Scientific Board) in this plenary session to foster attention to the work presented. Poster presenters must be available for discussion.

3. For this Guided Plenary Poster Presentation you are invited to a) write a 1-page extended abstract of your work (single-spaced, Times Roman 12), b) prepare one PowerPoint slide with title, author(s) and affiliation(s) as well as one (or two) slide(s) with content and main results (please use the attached PowerPoint slide design), and mail it to the Congress Bureau (info@eced-innsbruck2005.at ) not later than August 15, 2005.
4. Plan your display to fit within the following space limitations: 90 centimetres wide and 120 centimetres high.
5. The Staff from the Registration Desk will help you in mounting your poster.

6. It is very useful to utilize handouts related to the poster presentation (one to three pages) and business cards; just put it beneath your poster.

7. The Poster Session Coordinator will be available to help presenters with any problems.

Guidelines for Preparing Posters

The poster should be self-explanatory, so that interested scientists can understand the presentation independently.

Content:

Each poster should include:

a) Title, Name(s) of Author(s), and Affiliations. 

b) The text should include: Aims, Hypotheses, Methods, Results, Conclusions.

Design

· Make your poster attractive and inviting to read.

· A clear, simple and uncluttered arrangement is the most attractive and easiest to read.

· Visuals may enhance the effectiveness of your presentation! Charts, drawings, photographs and other illustrations are encouraged.

· Minimise written text: The less – the better. Posters containing only text or mostly text are very difficult to read. Never copy A4-text pages on to your poster. Provide additional handouts with more information and text for interested persons.

· Simplicity and legibility are more important than artistic embellishments. For example, some colour combinations are very attractive, but difficult to read. Use colour effectively.

· All figures should have self-explanatory captions and legends.

· All text, illustrations, drawings, etc. should be sufficiently large to allow reading from a distance of about 1.5 metres. The typeface should be a simple and clear one.

· Present displayed information from top to bottom. It should be clear in which order the poster should be read. Use numbers, arrows, etc.
